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basically since 1898 when Spanish 
colonialists were kicked out of Cuba. 
Between that time and 1959 the US 
intervened in Cuba through exploiting 
Cuba’s resources and creating a large 
economy in Cuba based mainly on 
sugar being exported to the United 
States. This helped maintain Cuba’s 
economic reliance on the US. 

By 1958, American institutions owned 
90% of telephone and electricity 
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become weaker through hunger and 
illness, allowing the US to overthrow 
the government and possibly invade 
again.

But the Cuban people remember many 
of the promises Fidel Castro made 
to them, one of which he made upon 
entering the province of Pinar Del Rio 
after the triumph of the Revolution: “I 
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travel ban on Cuba saying, “trade 
with the country enables a tyrant to 
stay in power.”

It is obvious the rest of the world 
disagrees with this statement. First
